During the course you will learn a variety of techniques to enhance the care that you are currently delivering to your patients to support them through any required medical, nursing or dental procedure.

Structure

Module 1: Introduction to Hypnosis: Underpinning Theory and Principles (15 level 3 credits)

Module 2: Hypnosis: Personality Types and Effect on Treatment (15 level 3 credits)

Module 3 (a and b): Hypnosis: Language Patterns and Models of Communication (30 level 3 credits)
Content

The first weekend of the course will stand alone as an introduction to hypnosis, techniques and treatments which will be invaluable for stress management and self improvement techniques. If you decide to develop your skills further, you will be encouraged to attend the second and third

modules. During the second module, you will be introduced to a range of personality types, the measurement of hypnotisability and its connection to personality and the importance of personalities for rapport and implications for treatment. Module three will run over two weekends and will provide you with the opportunities to develop your understanding of a range of language patterns, models of communication with specific reference to hypnosis including a range of techniques and exercises for personal excellence.

BSCAH Accreditation is encouraged for all participants to the course.
